system. This is a common request among roasters,
which is necessary te protect the product’s aroma
and increase its shelf life, avoiding its contami-
nation with oxygen. The challenge is due to the
fact that coffee cannot be vacuum packed after
roasting, as the packages swell due to pressure
and may break. In fact, freshly roasted coffee re-
leases significant amounts of carbon dioxide. It is
a slow process, since the coffee heans retain part
of the gas after roasting and gradually release it.
It is estimated that they can continue to emit CO,
for more than two weeks. Also, both oxygen and
humidity. as well as other elements of the environment, can
damage the coffee beans. To keep it fresh, with its aroma, its
flavor and all its qualities, it is absolutely essential to isolate
it from these threats.

A tallor-made solution
The solution developed by Volpak
is based on the SP 170: a ma-
chine for pouch forming and
filling, loved by a lot of cus-
tomers for its durability and
flexibility. In this specific in-
stance, as is often the case, the

The degassing,
through the valve, is carried out by leveraging a
physical principle: the pressure of the film inside
the valve increases with the heat and the hot air
exils through one of the sides of the coffee valve,
Once the external pressure is balanced with the
internal one, the valve remains closed.
